Recent studies conducted at the University of Arizona have found unsafe levels of bacterial contamination in open reservoir bulk soap dispensers.  

The issue resides in a common term referred to as “topping off.”  This practice of refilling old soap with new soap has shown increases in bacteria growth inside these soap dispensers.  

According to Microbiologist Dr. Charles P. Gerba who conducted a Bulk Soap Contamination study, liquid hand soap derived from bulk soap dispensers contains high levels of bacterial contamination. Pathogens found in the bacteria can cause eye, skin, and respiratory infections.  Other findings include:
1) The average user gets over one million bacteria per use.

2) 23-25% of liquid hand soap contained bacterial contamination.

3) Coliforms, a fecal based organism was found in 16-22% of the contaminated samples.

Sealed soap dispensed systems are the solution.  In Dr. Gerba’s study, no bacterial contamination was found in an enclosed soap system.  Although open refillable reservoir dispensers should always be washed and sanitized before refilling, this practice seldom happens.  Sanitary sealed containers will keep your business safe from obtaining and spreading harmful infections.
